The U.S. Department of Commerce, through their U.S. Commercial Service (USCS), offers Gold Key 

Matchmaking services to American companies interested in exploring foreign markets. The Gold 

Key Service provides U.S. firms with pre-screened appointments to explore the market and 

establish relationships with potential overseas agents, distributors, sales representatives and 

strategic business partners. The cost of the service is $700 per company per city, for which the 

client company receives 4-6 pre-qualified appointments.  

 
As a Certified Trade Mission, the India-US World Affairs Institute had requested and paid for a 

number of Gold Keys several weeks in advance of the Mission. (This cost was reimbursed to us by 

the companies that utilized the service). Our sincere thanks to the tireless work done by USCS staff 

in all delegation cities to set up these pre-qualified meetings.
